Your entry time stated is to access Bury Transport Museum where you will meet Bluey and Bingo, all 
activities in the yard and your train journey are to be enjoyed before or after meeting Bluey and Bingo at 
your pre booked time.  
Should you miss your Bluey and Bingo meet time we will be unable to move you to the next session as 
we are fully booked.  
 
TRAIN RIDE 
A complimentary train ride on East Lancashire Railway is included in your Bluey and Bingo Fun Day 
ticket. You can travel on any time train that suits you, either before or after your Bluey and Bingo 
experience.  
To advise our peak time trains 11:55 departure from Bury and the 13:00 departure from Bury, these trains 
do get exceptionally busy, and seating may be limited.
